‘Get Out There’ 
 
Raleigh is a youth education charity. Our aim is to inspire young 
people from all walks of life to become confident, active global 
citizens. We provide 4, 5, 7 and 10 week expeditions which young 
people can join directly and also tailor-made expeditions for school 
and youth groups. We are committed to helping young people 
develop new skills and friendships, to increase their understanding 
of international issues and other cultures and to unite them as part 
of a global community who can work together and rise to the 
challenges of the world we live in. 

Education in a global context 
 
We currently live in a rapidly changing world. We face major 
challenges around racial and religious conflict, global poverty, 
migration, diminishing natural resources and food supplies and 
climate change. These challenges are inherently inter-related and 
our day to day choices have a direct impact on them all. However, in 
a recent survey (DEA. 2008) it was found only 48% of school 
students believe what they do in their daily life affects people in 
other countries.  
 
Global citizenship and leadership programme 
 
Young people require relevant education to allow them to flourish 
and contribute to an increasingly evolving, culturally integrative and 
competitive global society. To assist this, Raleigh has developed an 
18 month programme for sixth form students which embraces 
governmental and national curriculum objectives around improving 
global learning and facilitates schools in developing an ethos that 
develops passionate, responsible, socio-cultural and globally aware 
students. 
 
The programme is designed to run during the course of the sixth 
form. To allow adequate time for fundraising and to enable the 
programme to start at the beginning of Year 12, Raleigh 
recommends that your students are briefed in the autumn term of 
Year 11 and their applications are received in the following term.
